- Campaign for Trauma-Informed Policy
and Practice
« WHO Report - ACEs cost U.S. $748 billion a year in
lost productivity

« Encourage Congress to adopt trauma-informed
legislation and fund local trauma-informed
coalitions that can set their own priorities based on

local needs

« $1.9 trillion stimulus bill has money that can be
spent on trauma-informed efforts

ACE Interface Master Trainers can train cohorts of presenters who can
continue growing and giving this training
