RPBP Requirements

The area subject to parking fee must be on a
block with existing metered spaces, adjacent to
an existing metered block, or adjacent to a block
where a residential pay by phone parking fee
has also been approved.

The area subject to parking fee must already be
posted with residential parking restrictions.

The request to add a pay by phone parking fee must

be initiated by the residents of the block through a
petition sighed occupants of more than 50% of the
residential properties abutting the block.

The parking occupancy must be 75% or more.

The 300 block of Duke Street is adjacent to
the 200 block of Duke Street, which has
residential pay by phone parking fees
implemented (see Attachment 1).

Current restrictions (District 1 permitholders
exempt):
« 2hr BAM-2AM Mon-Sun

The petition submitted was signed by 8 out
of the 15 total households (53%) on the
block (see Attachment 2).

A parking survey was conducted on
Monday, January 9, 2023, and staff found
that 7 out of 8 parking spaces (87.5%) were
occupied at that time. Staff also observed
that 3 of the vehicles parked on this block or
38% of the spaces were occupied by non-
residents of the district.

Proposed Changes to City Code

Section 9-12-81 - Requirements for vehicles.

Every taxicab and the equipment used in connection therewith, subject to a vehicle
permit pursuant to this division, shall at all times comply with the following minimum

standards

Section 9-12-132 - Amount of fare to be charged.

(a) The rates to be charged to passengers in taxicabs shall be as follows. It shall
be unlawful to make any greater or lesser charge:

(1)  For the initial meter charge, $3-0053.50.
